     Programs began in Chiliyabinsk with a 3 day seminar. 2 years 
ago Swami JI inaugurated the Paramanand Yog Centre and it has 
now become the most famous & biggest center in the city. In Ufa 
about 2000 came to satsangs in the largest sports complex in the 
city. Maharaj Ji also visited the publishing house of 10 new books 
that have been translated of his teachings into Russian as well as a 
qtly. magazine. Ufa is also the home of Paramanand Yog Centre & 
the HImalaya Centre for Yog & Psychology. In the Siberian city of 
Surgut, he was welcomed with 3 rainbows and witnessed white 
nights for the first time, as it does not get dark 24/7 at this time. In 
Arhangilsk his disciples and teachers of the Om Sattva Centre 
received him. Satsangs were organized in a large gym of the Sports 
Center. Maharaj Ji's messages were well spread around Europe as 
he gave interviews to TV channels and press reporters in every 
major city.
